Now as a master with 50
years of experience he carves a variety of designs. Besides creating art
he has helped restore many of the WPA-era carvings at Timberline
Lodge, and teaches carving in the Japanese style.
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Masa carved this 100 pound Ainu-styled bear
from a diseased Black Walnut tree originally in
the South Park Blocks and donated it to the
World Forestry Center in 1989 as a thank you.
